Principles of Microeconomics 2e (Openstax) covers the scope and sequence of most introductory microeconomics courses. The text includes many current examples, which are handled in a politically equitable way. The outcome is a balanced approach to the theory and application of economics concepts. 
After introducing economics and modeling the economics of choice with a productions possibility model, the text covers demand and supply, market equilibrium determination and adjustment process, and then labor and financial markets.  Elasticity and consumer choice economics are covered and then the text covers traditional industrial organization topics: production costs and industry structure, pure competition,  monopoly and anti-trust policy, monopolistic competition and oligopoly.  Externalities, public goods and environmental economics are addressed along with labor markets, poverty and inequality.  The text covers information, risk and insurance, and financial markets, and concludes with public choice economics, international trade and globalization.
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
